For this project we were supposed to make two posters for
a new internet radio station.One for print(29.7 x 42 cm, 300 DPI), and one
for web(1050x900 px, 72 DPI). Additionally they wanted studio pictures of one or 
more people. We got to choose between three different radio stations.
I chose Electronica and Indie.

The concept was to create posters for advertisement to be used on various public 
transport platforms as well as on the internet platform on Spotify.

I did the poster design in Illustrator and photoshop.
The studio photos was shot with a setup of thre lights/flashes, 
two softboxes in front as Key light and fill light, and one powerfull speedlight with 
filter in the background, to light up and blend out the white wall.
For the poster I chose to design a “neon look”, as I feel this is really eaye-catching,
and draws attention to the public.
For the photos, I could not get any models so I used myself. I think the photos with 
hoodie,caps, and headphones would work well for an electronica genre.
In picture one and two, I tried to set up the lights to highlight the speaker on the 
headset. In the last picture, I borrowed my daughters mini-keyboard as I think this 
would fit the electronica genre as well.
